4. This past month we saw the ending show of 
the [IDA] Imagen Divine Agency and I chose two 
hairs and skins to show off which were worn by 
models Colleen Desmoulins and Bethany Heart.  
Colleen (rt) wears the Dark with Icon makeup 
and Hannah hair in black.  Bethany’s (lft) skin is 
Tan with Tamed makeup and Sadie hair in dark 
brown.  It was a great way to end a fabulous run 
in the SL™ Modeling world.

5. InStyle is a agency that seldom disappoints 
and their Instyle graduates shows are always 
fun to attend. Shown here is the Ethnic Gold 
Bikini from the J Style show worn by Dahni Ella.
